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BOOK REVIEW: ZERO DAYS BY BARBARA EGBERT – Review by Renee Rivera

Zero Days is the story about 10 
year-old Mary Egbert, her parents 
Barbara Egbert and Gary Chambers 
and their thru hike of the Pacific 
Crest Trail in 2004.  Mary 
(Scrambler) is the youngest person 
to date to complete the PCT.  As 
with all thru-hike accounts that I 
have read there are several trials 
and tribulations along the way.  
The fact that this family is hiking 
with a young child provides a 
unique perspective to the PCT 

journey. The book is not organized 
in chronological order but by 
subject matter for example - Trail 
Angel and Demons and Pain and 
Suffering.  There were several 
things that stuck with me while I 
read the book and after including 
the importance of teamwork when 
confined for long periods of time 
with the same people, the extreme 
kindness of strangers (i.e. trail 
angels) and how optimism and a 
positive attitude can carry you 

through most tough situations.  
Several of Mary’s journal entries 
are incorporated and frequently 
include songs and drawings which 
is a nice touch.  This is a good read 
and I recommend it those who love 
the PCT and who want even more 
inspiration to hit the trail. “Zero 
days,” for those who don’t know, 
refer to days when hikers get to 
enjoy a day or more of hiking zero

When I retired in 1998, I told 
everyone that one of my goals was 
to hike the Pacific Crest Trail.
